AND PARADISE ROAD TO THE CITY OF MODESTO 

PLAN FOR SERVICES 

 

 

Background: 

 

The Three Soranno Parcels at Ellen Avenue and Paradise Road is within an unincorporated 

“island” area located northeast of the intersection of Chicago Avenue and Paradise Road, as 

shown on the map below.  The three parcels comprise 0.71 acres and are vacant with no 

structures.  Including adjacent street right-of-way, the annexation area is 0.97 acres total.  The 

proposed annexation area was prezoned as Planned Development P-P-D(478) for commercial 

uses as a portion of Planned Development Zone P-D(478), an adjacent neighborhood shopping 

center.  The prezoning was adopted by the Modesto City Council on December 11, 1990 by 

Ordinance No. 2742-C.S. 

 

The parcels are improved with curb, gutter and sidewalk along the Ellen Avenue and Paradise 

Road frontages.  The purpose of the annexation is to facilitate the future commercial development 

of the site as part of the adjacent shopping center. 
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Pursuant to Government Code Section 56653, the following Plan for Services to be extended to 

the affected territory has been prepared for the Annexation of Three Parcels at Ellen Avenue and 

Paradise Road to the City of Modesto: 

 

 

A. Project Area and Service Agreements 

 

1. Traffic and Circulation:  The annexation area is bounded by City of Modesto 

jurisdiction to the north, east and southeast.  The annexation area will also include the 

adjacent right-of-way of Ellen Avenue and Paradise Road.  No roadway dedication or 

improvements are required as a part of the annexation.  Transit services are provided 

by the Modesto Area Express (MAX), which has a bus stop located at the corner of 

Ellen Avenue and Paradise Road, adjacent to the site.   

 

2. Waste Water Collection:  As the annexation area is prezoned as a portion of the 

adjacent existing shopping center and would develop as such, sewer service to the 

site would be provided via the 15-inch sewer lines that serve the shopping center, 

located under Briggs Avenue to the north.  There is also a six-inch line under 

Paradise Road that extends to within 90-feet of the site.  Any additional connections 

required upon development within the annexation area shall be constructed by the 

project developer with all applicable connection fees paid to the City. 

 

3. Water Delivery:  Water service to the annexation area has been provided by the Del 

Este system which is owned by City of Modesto, with water delivery to the area and 

existing commercial uses via an existing 6-inch line under Ellen Avenue and Paradise 

Road.  Any additional domestic service required upon development within the 

annexation area shall be constructed by the City with the project developer paying 

fair share of localized system improvements through payment of water fees. 

 

4. Storm Water Drainage:  Currently, the area is served by storm catch basins and rock 

wells, the nearest of which is located on Paradise Road 375-feet to the northeast, and 

Paradise Road at Chicago Avenue 400-feet to the southwest.   Any development 

within the annexation area shall submit drainage calculations to ensure adequate 

capacity to the City’s facilities, implement current City storm drainage standard 

specifications for grading and drainage to connect to the system, or retain all storm 

water on site to the satisfaction of the City Engineer. 

 

5. Solid Waste Disposal:  The annexation area and the shopping center adjacent to it are 

currently serviced by the Bertolotti Disposal Company.  No change to the level of 

service already provided is anticipated. 

 

6. Fire Protection:  The annexation area will detach from the Burbank-Paradise Fire 

District and annex to the City of Modesto Fire Department.  The area is located 

adjacent to Modesto Fire Department’s Fire Management Area No. 2, which is 

served by Fire Station No. 2, located at 420 Chicago Avenue, approximately 0.2 

miles distant.  No adverse impacts to staffing or response times would be anticipated 

with the annexation. 

 

7. Police Protection:  Upon annexation, the area will be served by the City of Modesto 

Police Department.  The Police Department has not expressed any concerns with 

impacts to staffing or response times upon annexation. 
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B. Level and Range of Services 

 

The City of Modesto is a full service provider of municipal services.  The City will 

continue to provide services already extended to the annexation area, and will provide 

those services to the area upon annexation. 

 

C. When Can Services Be Provided? 

 

Excepting where services are already provided, the services described above will be 

provided upon the effective date of annexation. 

 

D. Improvements Required as a Condition of Annexation 

 

No improvements are required as a condition of annexation.   

 

E. How Will Services be Financed? 

 

Services will be financed through applicable utility and service fees and permit fees 

provided by project developers, as well as by property tax revenues and general fund 

resources.
