of an effect to the environment, none of the alternatives considered are feasible or would
meet all of the City’s vision, goals and policies. The City Council hereby rejects all other
alternatives, and combinations and variations, thereof.

These findings made by the City Council are supported by substantial evidence in the
record, as summarized 1n this Resolution and Exhibits A, B and C.

No mitigation monitoring program is required to be adopted since no mitigation measures
were identified in the DEIR and FEIR. The City is required by California Government
Code Section 65400 to submit an annual report on the General Plan status, which will
track implementation of the General Plan.

The City Council hereby certifies the FEIR for the Newman 2030 General Plan and
adopts the Newman 2030 General Plan, as contained in the Public Review Draft General
Plan dated October 4, 2006, with changes proposed in the General Plan Errata, and
directs staff to make application to LAFCo for change of Sphere of Influence.

A Notice of Determination shall be filed immediately after final approval of the project.

B. Significant Impacis which Can Be Avotded in the EIR

The Newman 2030 Gereral Plan EIR does not contain significant impacts that could be avoided with

mitigation.

C. Findings Associated with Significant and Unavoidable Impacts

Based upon the criteria set forth in the EIR, the City finds that the following environmental effects of
the Newman 2030 General Plan are potentially significant and unavoidable. {Pub. Resources Code, §
2108; Guidelines, § 15091.) However, as explained in the Statement of Qverriding Considerations,
these etfects are considered to be acceptable wher balanced against the economic, legal, social, techno-

logical and/or other benefits of the Newman 2030 General Plan.

1. Agricultural Resources

a. Impacts
Impact AG-1: As discussed on page 4.2-15 of the Draft IR, while the policies and actions of
the proposed General Plan would delay, reduce and partially offset the conversion of farmland,
the conversion of prime farmland, unique farmland and farmland of statewide imporzance to
urban uses as a result of implementation of the proposed General Plan would remain a signifi-

cant and unavoidable impact.

Impact AG-2: As discussed on page 4.2-15 of the Draft EIR, although the policies of the pro-
posed General Plag would reduce the impact of conflicts with existing County agricultural des-
igradons and zoning, implementation of the General Plan would be still result in a temporary

significant and unavoidable impact.

Impact AG-3: As discussed on page 4.2-15 of the Draft EIR, while the policies of the proposed
General Plan would reduce the impact of the proposed General Plan on existing Williamson
Act contracts, there would stil] be a significant and unavoidable impact 1o existing Willlamson

Act contracts resulting from the proposed General Plan.
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
